GUIDELINES FOR SUBMISSION OF BOOK PROPOSALS

Saint Catherine of Siena Press was established to promote “excellence in catechesis … in faithfulness to Rome.”  As we fully intend our titles to embody our mission of publishing materials that are faithful to the Magisterium, each manuscript will need to receive the Nihil Obstat and Imprimatur prior to publication.

Provided that you follow the guidelines below, we will welcome your manuscript proposal and will give it serious consideration.  Please submit the following:

1.  a synopsis of your project, in which you:

· state the proposed title, anticipated format and manuscript length

· state the objective of your book

· identify and define specifically your audience

· include a copy of your curriculum vitae; please be sure to include a list of groups and associations of which you are a member

· identify your specific qualifications to write this book and the nature of your research 

· compare your book to other published works on this topic and explain how your treatment of the subject differs from those works

· propose what marketing opportunities are available to you in promoting your book

2.  an outline of the chapters, with a brief summary of each chapter

3.  two sample chapters from your proposed manuscript

4.  a self-addressed stamped envelope in which your proposal can be returned to you

We prefer that manuscripts be submitted typewritten, double-spaced; if accepted for publication, we will then request that the material be submitted in electronic format for word-processing. 

Please be advised that proposals are often read by several individuals, with other deadlines, travel schedules and editorial responsibilities; thus, our total review process may take anywhere from several weeks to two months.

We thank you for considering Saint Catherine of Siena Press and we look forward to reviewing your work.
